- Expected to have approx. 700 participants from 54 countries, including city-

related officials, smart city companies, and experts from around the world

participants can directly experience Korea's various smart city models.

In addition, a total of 50 different programs are going to be promoted, including
G2G cooperation meetings with the Netherlands, Thailand, Saudi Arabia, and
Japan, etc., conferences in each field such as data, finance, and governance, and

1:1 business consultations.

LEE Sang-joo, Director of Urban Policy of the MOLIT expressed, “This Expo
Is a smart city festival where governments, experts, and companies from around
the world gather together to preview the future of smart cities and build a global

network.”

Adding, “We hope that this will be an opportunity to spread Korea’s excellent
smart city technologies worldwide and promote the overseas expansion of our

smart city technologies”.
